1. We are to be a holy witness

"But as he which hath called you is holy, so be ye holy in all manner of conversation; Becanse
1t is written, Be ye holy; for I anm holy."”

1 Peter 1:15-16

2. We are to be the salt and light of the world

“Ye are the salt of the earth: but if the salt have lost his savour, wherewith shall it be salted?
1t is thenceforth good for nothing, but to be cast out, and to be trodden under foot of men. Ye
are the light of the world. A city that is set on an bill cannot be hid.’

3. We are not to be conformed to this world
